DTT’s Summer Intensive program offers a 5-

week, a 3-week or a 2-week session of study for serious students ages 12 -

students with a deeper understanding of professional dance technique 

while enhancing their overall artistry. Our Artistic Director Christopher 

Mohnani and Artistic Associate Elaine Thomas, with the assistance of 

internationally /nationally recognized guest teachers offer superior 

training with relentless attention to detail. Emphasis is placed on 

offering both positive encouragement and real world experience.

Admission to the Dance Theatre of Tennessee Intensive is by audition only.  

The School welcomes applicants of all races and national or ethnic 

backgrounds. Applicants should have turned 12 years of age by the time of 

the first day of intensive and be no older than 22 years of age as of May 1, 

2012.  A minimum of four years of concentrated ballet training is 

required, including a pre-requisite of two years of pointe work for female 

students.

FORMS AND DEPOSITS: A non-refundable registration fee of $100 must 

accompany all registrations. Registration forms must be received by DTT 

within two weeks of acceptance. Forms received without the required 

registration fee will not be accepted. All additional forms and the 

required deposit of 1/3 of the tuition must be received no later than May 

6, 2012. Dance Theatre of Tennessee will not be responsible for postal or 

other delays.  

 

TUITION BALANCE: The deposit will be deducted from the total tuition, 

room and board cost. Second payment must be received by May 27, 2012. The 

final balance due must be received no later than June 10, 2012.
